Maintenance Schedule

Daily
A) All adapters should be kept clean and free of nicks and burrs.
B) Keep the Arbor Shoulder free of foreign material on every setup.
C) Keep the area between the Tool Bit Holder and Bar free of chips 
and burrs.
D) Keep the area between the Rotor Truer and Dovetail Mount free of 
chips and foreign material.
E) All exposed metal surfaces of the Lathe should be brushed clean
and wiped with WD-40. Do not blow off the Lathe with compressed air!

Monthly
A) Lubricate Felt Wipers with 10 wt. oil.
B) Check all screws and fasteners.

Biannually
A) Check grease level on the Feed Screws. Grease should be 1/3 up 
the Feed Screw when fully extended away from the Handwheel. 
Use OOO grease.
B) Check Spindle Gear Box lubricant. Lubricant should be 1 to 2
inches from bottom of the Vent Plug on top of the Lathe. Use Mobile 
SHC 634.
C) Check the V-Belt for wear and replace if necessary.
