Operating Instructions

No. 6576 Hub Pressing Tool is designed to 
work with the vehicle's steering to push out 
the spindle / hub assembly without damaging 
the wheel bearing.
1. Follow instructions in the vehicle service 

manual to prepare to remove the wheel 
bearing. If the vehicle is equipped with 
ABS, disconnect the ABS harness.

2. Remove the spindle nut and the four wheel 
bearing retaining bolts.

3. Position the Hub Pressing Tool over the 
top ball joint as shown. The flat of the 
bridge should face the coil spring, and 
the L-shaped blocks fit between the drive 
axle yoke and the differential housing.  The 
thick part of the L-shaped block faces the 
wheel bearing. Note: The blocks will need 
to be adjusted depending upon which side 
of the truck is being worked on.

4. Loosen the knobs on the tool to move 
the legs up or down as needed to fit the 
application.  

5. Turn the drive axle assembly to align the 
yoke centered on the L-shaped blocks.

6. Hand tighten the knobs.
7. Start the vehicle. 
8. Turn the steering wheel side-to-side to 

apply pressure to the hub assembly and 
move the bearing out of the housing.

9. Perform repairs on the vehicle according 
to the instructions in the vehicle service 
manual.

Operating Instructions
No. 6577 Bearing Housing Puller is used when the Hub 
Pressing Tool is unable to push out the hub.
CAUTION: The following procedure puts all the 
pressure on the wheel bearing. It will be necessary 
to install a new wheel bearing.

1. Follow instructions in the vehicle service manual to 
prepare to remove the wheel bearing. If the vehicle 
is equipped with ABS, disconnect the ABS harness.

2. Remove the spindle nut and the four wheel bearing 
retaining bolts.

3. Align the bolt holes in the puller with the lug studs on 
the hub assembly as shown in Figure 1. Reinstall the 
four lug nuts to hold the puller on the wheel hub.

4. Use an impact wrench on the forcing screw to pull 
the bearing. Note: If the impact wrench stalls, remove 
the wrench and hit the end of the forcing screw with 
a hammer; then continue using the impact wrench.

5. If the bearing assembly was removed as one piece, 
perform any repairs on the vehicle according the 
instructions in the vehicle service manual.

If the bearing was only separated in the previous 
steps, and the wheel bearing housing remains in 
the steering knuckle, use the following procedure:
1. Remove the puller from the hub. See Figure 2.
2. Back the forcing screw out of the puller.
3. Use the four bolts (provided) to attach the puller to 

the wheel bearing housing. See Figure 3.
4. Use an impact wrench on the forcing screw to pull 

the wheel bearing housing from the spindle.

Inspection and Maintenance

Frequently lubricate the forcing screw from hex to tip.
